Both Thomas and Santhosh
said they did not face any hostility
from the locals or university
administration duringlastsum-
mer’s Doklam standoff between
the two countries. “Wedidn'tface
any problems. Thelocals wereas
normal as always (during the
standoff),” Meenakshi said.

According tolocal media, the
number of Indian students study-
ing in China has increased over
the pastdecade.
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
