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Coal production has
doubled in the
past 4 years: Goyal

India’s coal production has
doubled in the past four
years from 33 million met-
ric tonnes (MMT) from 2010-
11to 2014 to 67 MMT from
2014-15t02017-18, said Coal
Minister Piyush Goyal, high-
lighting the four years achieve-
ment of his ministry.

The growth of production
of the country’sleading coal
company CIL has also
increased from 31 MT to 73
MT, the ministry said, indi-
cating that CIL's production
has increased by 135 per
cent. Similarly, the dispatch
of coal hasalso increased by
80.6 %, the minister said.

Goyal said during the past
four years, the government
has focused on better trans-
portation through synergies
between Coal and Railways
Ministries. Coal loading of
Coal India has increased

The NDA govern-
ment has transpar-
ently auctioned 89

from 195 rakes per day in
2014-15to 230rakes per day
in 2017-18. Timelines for
time-bound execution have
been set for 14 critical pro-
jects for evacuating coal, he
said.

The NDA government has
transparently auctioned 89
coal mines and allotted 100
per cent revenues to coal
bearing states, which would
help them ensure econom-
icdevelopment, especially for
the socio-economically back-
ward and aspirational dis-
tricts, the minister said.

Drilling for exploration
has almost doubled to 13.7
lakh metresin2017-18 from
6.9 lakh metres in 2013-14.
Thisincreased coal produc-
tion would also help in real-
ising PM Narendra Modi’s
vision of 24x7 affordable
‘Power for All’, which is a part
of the New India vision by
2022, Goyal said.
