In2011, the then Congress-
led UPA government had
reportedly conducted the
Socio Economicand Caste
Census. Its findings were
released on 3 July 2015 by
the present BJP-led NDA
government. On 28 July
2015, the government had

said thatatotal of8.19 crore
errorswere foundin the caste
particulars, of which 6.73
crore errors were rectified,
evenas 1.45 croreerrorswere
yet to be rectified.
Today's meeting to
review preparations for the
countrysnextdecadal Cen-
sus, presided over by Rajnath
Singh, was told to improve

the civil registration sys-
tem, especially onregistra-
tionofbirthsand deathsin
remote areas, as also
strengthening the sample
registration system for esti-
mating the infant mortali-
ty rate, maternal mortality
ratio and fertility rates.
The meeting where the
Home SecrtaryRajivGauba

and Registrar General of
India (RGI) Sailesh were
present, discussed theroad
map forthe Census 2021, and
laid stress onimprovements
in design and technologi-
calinterventions to ensure
that the data is finalised
within 3 years after con-
ducting of Census. At pre-
sent it takes around 7 to 8

years torelease the complete
data. Officials disclosed that
nearly25lakh enumerators
are trained and engaged
for the gigantic 2021 Cen-
sus exercise and to ensure
accurate collection of data.

The Census 2021 pro-
poses to use maps/geo-
referencing at the time of
house-listing. Singh also

stressed the need for
improvementin the civil reg-
istration system, especial-
lyregistration ofbirthsand
deathsinremoteareas,and
strengthening sample reg-
istration system for esti-
mating data such as Infant
Mortality Rate, Maternal
Mortality Ratio and Fertil-
ity Rate.
