RAJASTHAN CHIEF Minister
Ashok Gehlot made a courtesy
visit to Prime Minister Narendra
Modi in New Delhi on Tuesday.

Bharati, on Tuesday. After the
meeting, officials said that the
pending Rs 400 crore under
Swachh Bharat Mission - Gramin
-was approved by the Ministry.
