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Amarinder seeks PM’shelpto
upgrade state’sintrastructure

The Punjab government has
sought an assistance of Rs
2,145 crore from Union gov-
ernment for various projects
and programmes in the towns
and cities associated with
Guru Nanak Dev.

Nanak and Batala (Gur-
daspur) thathave had adeep
association with the first
Guru of the Sikhs.

Amarinder Singh, said
that towns of Sultanpur Lodhi,
Dera Baba Nanak, Batala
and Guruharsahai, will be
taken up for special infra-
structural development as
towns of religious and his-
torical importance.

He urged the PM that
besides this, the Central gov-
ernment should also dedicate
certain special projects in
Punjab to commemorate the
historic event.
